As can be seen from the map, there are 166 homes on ~85 clustered acres along the northern border of
the 624 acre conservation zone, or 13% of the total area - leaving 29 homes on the remaining ~540 acres
protecting the headwaters at avg residential density of ~19 acres per home - this area has remained more
than 6X below the Conservation minimum of 3 acres per home since 1962 when the protection was set.
